Dear Parents,

As | made classroom visits this past week, | was so impressed by the
vocabulary that our children are learning. In three different first grade
classrooms that | visited, they were reading a story about bees.
When | asked the students what nectar and pollen meant, all the children quickly and
correctly responded. In another first grade classroom, the students were finding all the
nouns in a sentence that the teacher had written.

In a fifth grade class, students shared with me their favorite independent reading
books. One student told me that she loves to read because it is like seeing a movie,

but it is in her mind and her movie! Take time to ask your child what he/she is learning.
