Dear Parents,

Car drop off and pick up is going fairly smoothly. The system that we have in
place is for the safety of our Pollard students. We would like to remind you of
five simple procedures that will continue to assure the safety of all children and
staff:

Please end cell phone use before getting into car drop off/ pick up line.

Always put your vehicle in park when not in motion

Children should remain buckled until the staff member instructs you that your child

may exit. Please be sure your children is securely buckled before departing.

= Do not let your child out of the car until a staff member instructs you to do so. The
amount of cars that we unload is dependent upon the number of staff who are out
there and the weather conditions.

= Children should exit from the passenger side only.
