BUS RIDERS

In the morning kindergarten students will get off the bus before the rest of our students. There will
be one KEA (Kindergarten Educational Assistant) that will then take all bus riders down to the
classrooms. There are teachers posted in the hallways to help students in grades 1-5 get to their
classrooms.

All of our students who are in kindergarten and first grade will have a color
coded bus tag attached to their back packs that give the person helping

teacher's name. This tag will be mailed home to all kindergarten and first
grade students prior to the first day of school.

AFTERNOON KINDERGARTEN

AFTERNOON BUS

All students are walked to their buses by their classroom teachers at the end of the day. We always
have four people on bus duty and everyone else is in the hallway to direct students to the buses.

The first week kindergarten and first grade teachers will be asked to walk their student out early
to get on the buses. These first two weeks everyone who does not have class helps outside and in
the cafeteria to take students to the correct bus.



POLLARD'’S CAR RIDER PROCEDURES

All Student DROP-OFF @ 8:15 AM

We have a new drop off area located in the back, left hand side
of the building (where the recess playground used to be located).
We will have 3 adults on duty unloading students from cars. Stu-
dents will begin to be unloaded from cars at 8:15. NO STUDENT
SHOULD BE DROPPED OFF ON THIS SIDE OF THE BUILD-
ING BEFORE 8:15 AM (all doors except the main office door will
be locked at all times). The first few weeks we have extra hands
up front to help students to their classrooms.

Kindergarten PICK-UP @ 11:00 AM

The new drop off location is also be our pick up location . This location is ideal since the kindergar-
ten classrooms are located right inside the drop-off/pick-up door. The kindergarten teachers will
walk their students to the designated door and help the students into their cars with the assistance
of their classroom KEA. There will be lines painted on our walkways where the students stand while
we wait for car riders to be picked up as well as signs to help drivers know where to stop..

Kindergarten DROP-OFF @ 12:30 PM
The kindergarten teacher or classroom KEA will greet the children outside at the drop-off/pick-up
door and walk them inside to their classrooms.

AFTERNOON CAR RIDERS:

The Kindergarten Educational Assistants (KEA’s) will bring car riders to the ramp outside of their
classrooms and hand them off to the 3 adults on car pick-up duty to wait for their parents with the
rest of the Pollard students. All Pollard students grades 1-5 are dismissed to this door after the kin-
dergarten students. If the older students have any siblings in the building they will be buddied up at
this time.
