Hello from Mr. Quinn, our Assistant Principal  
 
Dear Parents,  
I hope that everyone has enjoyed the Thanksgiving holiday and the extra days 
at home with family and friends. Hopefully everyone is rested and rejuvenated, 
as we are now entering such a busy time of year. 
 
We have had several special events this month, and I am so proud of how our Pollard students han-
dled some changes to their regular school day, and showing many people from the community how 
mature and respectful they are. 
 
As you may know, we have had two building evacuations this month. First, what was supposed to be 
an Off-Site Evacuation became an Inclement Weather drill because of heavy rain that day. An In-
clement Weather drill is simply practicing how we handle a regular fire drill in the rain. In this situa-
tion students walk to the church next door, or the Town Hall, depending on what grade they are in. 
Students in both locations were cooperative and quiet, and the drill went exactly as it should have. 
 
Last week, when we were able to finally complete an Off-Site drill, students were equally helpful and 
quiet. During this drill, most of the student body walked to the fire station as planned, with the TLC 
program evacuating to the town hall. This drill, too, went perfectly. 
 
In observance of Veterans Day, the fourth and fifth grades held a Veteran’s Day assembly. Perform-
ances included, among other things, a reading of In Flanders Field by Morgan Randall from Ms. Lan-
der’s class, and a short play performed by members of Ms. Robichaud’s class. The assembly con-
cluded with a performance of Taps by Bailey Torrisi from Ms. Herdt’s class. Local veterans in atten-
dance, who were recognized for their service to our country, included: Jim Murphy, who served in 
Vietnam in 1969, and was also a Pollard School alumni; Linda Riha, who served in Grenada during 
Desert Storm in 1985; Bill Betourne, who served in Korea in 1954, and later was a 6th grade teacher 
at Pollard School; and Gordon Sykes, who served in Korea in 1947, and was a first grader at Pollard 
school in 1936. These local veterans were honored to be recognized, and entirely impressed with 
the performances by our students. 
 
And finally, due to the limited number of students being dropped off in the morning, our crossing 
guard, Gil, will allow cars to enter the school driveway coming from either direction. During the after-
noon pick-up time, however, cars will still need to enter the school driveway by coming North and 
taking a left hand turn into the driveway. In an effort to increase security, all doors to Pollard School, 
other than the office door, are now locked throughout the day. Everyone must enter and exit through 
the office doors. 
 
I would like to thank the many parents who have taken the time to come in for conferences recently 
and have stopped in at the office to say “hello”. Your continued involvement in your child’s experi-
ence here sends them a very clear message about the importance of their schooling. Thank you all 
for the countless ways you support us here at Pollard School.

Mr. Rossel is the owner and teacher of Pine Tree Pottery and 
School in Epping, and is a member of the League of New Hamp-
shire Craftsmen.  He has been teaching hand-building and wheel 
technique to adults and children for more than 15 years.  He 
spent two years in southern Japan apprenticing with one of the 
country's top ceramic artists.  He combines traditional education 
with a modern, impressionistic approach to the art of ceramics, 
and has worked with students all over NH, including those at-
tending Sandown North Elementary School. 
 
As part of a 12-Day Residency here at Pollard, Mr. Rossel will demonstrate various forms on the 
potter’s wheel and invite students to take part in the experience.  Using a technique called slab-
mold construction, students will then create and glaze ceramic tiles that will be used to create sev-
eral mosaic murals around the school. 
 
Your child’s class is scheduled to “construct” their tiles next week.  Please refer to the schedule be-
low.  They will glaze them during the second week of January.

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The fifth graders are finally working on their wood sculptures, making something that looks about to 
fall over but is in fact balanced. Once they have finished building them they will paint them. Fourth 
graders did a painting unit: They made a color wheel, learned about intermediate colors (for exam-
ple, what’s in between yellow and orange) and how the way you put the paint on paper makes us 
see different things. They then used their brushstroke to make a painting of a storm. They did a col-
lage lesson on positive and negative shapes in preparation for our holiday card printing. Third grad-
ers also did a painting unit. They reviewed mixing the primary and secondary colors and learned 
how to mix brown from the three primaries (not as easy as it sounds to get to a real brown). First 
and second graders drew objects from observation, did a pastel drawing of one of the master paint-
ings that are on display in the art room. Second graders did a cooperative project of drawing the 
school which uses the mapping skills they are learning in their classroom.  For Drug Awareness 
Week, everyone made Bugs (Drugs Bug Me); grades 4 and 5 used scratch paper, grade 3 worked 
with the problem of symmetry, and grades 1 and 2 painted their bugs.
